Nut allergies: We have a student with a severe nut allergy. Please do not send your children to school with
sandwich spreads made from nuts, e.g. peanut butter and Nutella.

Head Lice: Please check your child’s hair regularly for the signs of an infestation. General symptoms include
itchy scalp, white specks stuck near the base of the hairs and actual lice in the hair and scalp.

Scabies: Symptoms can include itchy skin which gets worse at night. Main areas of infection include the wrists,

armpits, buttocks, groin and between fingers and toes. If your child has scabies, NSW Health requires you to
